What
may well have been Scandinavia’s first university, a
studium generale, the medieval name for a university, was
established in the Franciscan Friary in 1438 and existed
for a hundred years. However, as long ago as the year
1085, a Cathedral School for the education of priests was

A national action plan for human rights
Government communication 2001/02:83

Background
At the UN World Conference on Human Rights that took

place in Vienna in 1993, all states were recommended to
consider drawing up national action plans in order to
identify measures to improve the promotion and
protection of human rights. The UN has also declared the
period 1995-2004 as the UN Decade for Human Rights
Education. An interministerial working group was set up in
May 2000 with the task of drawing up a proposal for a
national action plan. Several informal reference groups
(some 240 actors) were invited to take part in this work.
These include various ombudsmen and other agencies,
NGOs and trade union organisations, researchers and a
group consisting of representatives of the different
parliamentary parties. These actors have been given the
opportunity to participate directly in the work of drawing
up a national action plan for human rights or to give their
views. During the spring of 2001, part of this work of
producing a proposal was presented in the form of a
report entitled Human Rights in Sweden–a Baseline study
(Ministry Publication Series 2001:10). One of the aims of
this report was to present a general picture of human
rights in Sweden.

Aim
The national action plan will enable the Government to

lay the groundwork for a more cohesive view of these
issues in Sweden. Its objective is primarily to promote and
protect human rights and to enhance awareness of issues
relating to human rights in general. Better coordination of
work on human rights, particularly within central
government administration, is a further aim. A fourth
objective of the action plan is to improve human rights
education.

The action plan
The national action plan is to span over a three-year

period and applies to 2002-2004. Its points of departure
are Sweden’s commitments regarding human rights,

whether civil, political, economic, social or cultural rights.
The national action plan describes, inter alia, Sweden’s
responsibilities in this field, the long-term objectives of the
Government and the role of various actors regarding work
on human rights at the national level. It goes on to
describe certain priority issues for further work in
improving the promotion and protection of human rights,
indicating how the Government intends to work with
issues such as human rights education. Finally it
discusses an information strategy, follow-up and
evaluation mechanisms of the action plan. Some of the
items included in the national action plan are described
below.

Some prioritised issues
The Government aims to work with a number of priority

issues during the next three years. Several of the issues
planned over the period include the type of fields to which
focus has been given in connection with the monitoring of
Swedish obligations in international forums. These priority
issues are: international protection against persecution
and torture, protection against discrimination and certain
issues that are linked to this, the rights of disabled
persons, the rights of the child, the rights of elderly
persons, housing issues and segregation. National
minorities, the Sami people, deprivation of liberty etc, the
right to a fair trial and other related issues related to the
courts of law are also taken up. Freedom of expression
and religion are final subjects for discussion. For all these
issues, the action plan gives an account, where
appropriate, of the objectives of the Government in the
area, current preparations, completed government bills
and new measures against the background of Sweden’s
international obligations.

Greater coordination and awareness
Organisation within the Government Offices needs to be

strengthened and coordination improved in order to
ensure that respect for human rights is maintained within
all sectors of public administration. To deal with this, an
inter-ministerial working group for human rights will be set
up within the Government Offices. This working group will
coordinate work on a more general level in this field and
should be seen as supporting and supplementing the
existing structure. The Government intends to report back
to the Parliament regularly on the progress of work on
human rights at the national level.

To clarify the responsibility of public agencies
concerning human rights, the Government is considering
a new reminder of their responsibilities to those agencies
particularly involved in human rights issues.

Human Rights Education
The Government considers that education on human

rights needs to be improved and given greater attention in
Swedish society. Knowledge of economic, social and
cultural rights needs to be particularly strengthened. The
action plan describes some of the measures already
taken by the Government or that it plans to take, to
improve human rights education, particularly within the
educational system. It also discusses the role of certain
special agencies, social insurance offices, courts of law,
the Swedish Total Defence system, municipalities and
county councils and NGOs. It is important that staff in
public administration are able to participate in human
rights education. During the period 2002-2004, the
attention of agencies most likely to benefit from education
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on human rights will be called to this issue. In 2002, the
Government has commissioned a number of agencies
and social insurance offices to train their staff in human
rights. Another target group are persons in executive
positions within Swedish agencies. The Government
intends to assign the National Council for Quality and
Development with the task of producing human rights
educational programmes for the management level of
public agencies. Work on organisational aspects
regarding ways in which the Government Offices deal with
human rights issues has shown that there is room for
improvement even within the Government Offices. This is
why the Government plans the organisation of human
rights courses for its staff.

An information strategy
The Government intends to commission the formulation

of an information strategy to spread knowledge about
human rights. A special website will be set up and some
of the major international documents translated into
Swedish for distribution at all levels of society. The action
plan will be widely circulated and easily accessible,
including a more popular version. A summary of its
contents will be made available as a cassette recording,
translated into English and the recognised minority
languages. The Government intends to establish a new
agency in 2003, the Forum for Living History. This new
agency will have a role to play in a number of educational
and informational projects.

Follow-up and evaluation
The inter-ministerial working group for human rights that

is planned will be given the task of following up the action
plan and ensuring that it is evaluated.

Martin Luther King, Jr.
Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. was, quite simply, the most

popular and effective leader of the African American
struggle for civil rights. His philosophy of non-violent
direct-action galvanized thousands of Americans, both
black and white, to press for the full measure of human
and political rights for African-Americans. Although he
was not personally responsible for mobilizing protest, he
was certainly one of the greatest organizers of people the
world has ever seen. Today, a national holiday is named
in his honor and numerous highways, streets, schools,
playgrounds, and public buildings display his name.

For a man who would capture the attention of both his
country and the world, King’s life seemed like a fairy tale.
Born into Atlanta’s black upper class in the midst of the
depression, King felt very few effects of the economic
crisis. As the son of a popular Baptist pastor, King was
afforded the opportunity to have a childhood free from
overt racial discrimination. Upon graduating from the all-
black elite Morehouse College at the age of 19, he then

undertook training in theology at Crozer Theological
Seminary in Chester, Pennsylvania, where he received a
bachelor’s degree. While at Crozer, King absorbed the
ideas of Christian socialism that would play a tremendous
role in his life’s work. King built upon these ideas of social
justice as he pursued his doctorate in theology at Boston
University.

Upon receiving his doctorate at the age of 26, Martin
Luther King, Jr. was appointed pastor of the conservative
Dexter Avenue Baptist Church in Montgomery, Alabama,
where he gained notoriety by spearheading the
successful Montgomery Bus Boycott under the auspices
of the Montgomery Improvement Association. The
leaders of the MIA chose King as leader for several
reasons, but primarily since he was new to the area and
the white power structure had not yet made his
acquaintance. After the success of the bus boycott, King
then decided to institutionalize his popularity by forming
the Southern Christian Leadership Conference (SCLC).
And until his death SCLC would be King’s vehicle for
mobilizing African Americans to protest discriminatory
treatment. Largely
made up of ministers,
SCLC’s motto would
be “To Redeem the
Soul of America.”

After forming the
SCLC King, with the
help of the other civil
rights organizations
such as the Student
N o n - V i o l e n t
C o o r d i n a t i n g
Committee (SNCC),
the Congress of
Racial Equality
(CORE), and the
NAACP, initiated
several campaigns throughout the South in their quest for
voting rights and integration. Throughout the civil rights
drive King remained firmly committed to his philosophy of
nonviolence. At times, both his critics and supporters
failed to understand how blacks could remain nonviolent
in a country that spoke the language of violence. But King
was persistent in his Ghandian philosophy that nonviolent
resistance was the most potent weapon available to
oppressed people in their struggle for freedom.

King’s popularity reached new heights at the 1963
March on Washington with his “I Have a Dream” speech.
Although it was a phrase that he had used many times
before, this time it struck a rich chord with both blacks and
whites alike. On the heels of this dramatic speech, King
then received the Nobel Peace Prize for his unwavering
commitment to nonviolent social change. For King, who
was the first African American to receive the award, it
illustrated that the world was behind the black struggle for
civil rights. Although white Southerners were defiant in
their opposition to the twin goals of voting rights and
integration, millions of people across the globe were in
support.

With his popularity skyrocketing, King was continually in
both the print and broadcast media. He immediately
became an icon. He capitalized on his press coverage by
cleverly articulating the goals and aims of the Civil Rights

She did summer seasons in England in
different theatres all around the country.

In other words from the time she left the USA and
came to Europe, with the exception of short holidays
in between her engagements, she has always been
in demand for her great talents.

Paula lived in Malmoe, Sweden where she had
been a resident for the past 20 years.

For the past several years Paula performed at the
Inter-Continental Hotel in Hamburg, Germany and
several other first class hotels in Switzerland.

Movement to viewers and readers far away. He also
published three popular books, Strive Toward Freedom:
The Montgomery Story, Why We Can’t Wait, and Where
Do We Go from Here? Chaos or Community, to further
express his ideas on the Civil Rights Movement.
Throughout the 1960s King gave an untold number of
speeches and sermons as he often toured the country to
speak on behalf of the cause he so ardently espoused. In
nearly every city he spoke before a packed house. To
some activists, a local campaign did not seem legitimate
unless King gave it his blessing.

In 1965, King and other civil rights leaders saw the fruits
of their labor when President Lyndon Baines Johnson
signed into law the Voting Rights Act. In the words of one
historian, “it was the crowning achievement of the Civil
Rights movement.”

Although he was successful in the South, King’s
popularity began to wane when he spoke out against the
Vietnam War. In May of 1966, against the wishes of even
some of his close confidants, King began to denounce the
conflict. Many thought that he should just stick to the issue
of civil rights and leave foreign policy to others. However,
feeling that it was an unjust war, King decided to speak
out. After voicing his opinion on the war, nearly every
major U.S. newspaper came out against him. As his
popularity began to decrease, King launched the Poor
People’s Campaign that would transcend the wide chasm
of race, culture, and religion. Tragically, he was fatally
wounded by an assassin’s bullet on April 4, 1968 while
aiding Memphis sanitation workers in their fight for better
working conditions.

Few activists can ever hope to be as popular or
successful as Martin Luther King, Jr. Today, mere mention
of his name evokes greatness, commitment, and
dedication. His name is respected throughout the world,
even by his enemies. However, his life’s work on behalf of
the oppressed will long be the standard by which others
are measured.

Recommendation to keep better track
of unaccompanied children

The Migration Board has published a report on what has
happened to around 100 unaccompanied minors who
disappeared from the reception system during 2002. The
report concludes that new routines need to be established
between the police authorities, the social welfare
authorities and the Migration Board to keep better track of
unaccompanied minors with with view to preventing
disappearances.

Of the 100 or so cases examined, it was found that
around 20 returned to the reception system after a shorter
or longer absence. Some 20 others are known to have a
sought asylum or already have a residence permit in
another EU country, and in 43 cases there are strong
indications as to the whereabouts to these children.
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going for some time. One of these was Patrick Larsson,
who went on to produce many other local radio shows in
Southern Sweden.

Convicted Gangster Granted 
Citizenship

Naturalisation through corruption of Migration Board
officials – one of those who benefited is a convicted
gangster.

On December 1, a 47 year-old Migration Board official
charged with corruption was sentenced to two years’
imprisonment for embezzlement and bribery. Together
with another official of the Board, they were accused of
approving citizenship requests. Only one of them was
tried since the other accused has since died. The two
facilitated the naturalisation of at least 16 persons who did
not formally fulfilled the requirements.

The court has withheld the names of these persons
but one name has leaked out, which is that of a well-
known figure in the Stockholm underworld, who has been
convicted for 30 crimes. Despite the fact that the 16
persons concerned were granted citizenship on false
grounds there is no way under the present law to revoke
their Swedish citizenship. The accused and his deceased
partner devised a system which enabled them to work
together on these special cases and accept bribes. Their
motive appears to have been solving their personal
financial problems, according to the surviving defendant.

The offences were committed in 1998-1999 and
discovered in 2001. A restaurant owner who served as an
intermediary between the clients and the officials and
transferred money was given a fine and a suspended
prison sentence. Another restaurant owner is suspected
of a similar offence but did not turn up for the trial. The
case against him will be taken up at a later date.

Radio AF’s International Radio: 
A Profile of Student Broadcasting  in Lund

Radio Interntional is the radio programme for and by
foreign students at Lund University. The non-profit station
has roots in Sweden’s history of local radio broadcasting.
1980 was the first year that local radio stations got their
own airwaves, and by 1981 local stations were allowed to
operate in Gothenburg, Umeå and Lund.  By 1982 Radio
Lund was in full swing, and Radio AF was part of the
network of radio stations that shared air time. 

But it was the remaining members  of a group of foreign
students who had established Lund’s Foreign Student’s
Organisation (LUFSO) back  in 1972 who kicked off Radio

established the profile of English language broadcasting
in Lund . The two-hour show which was produced by
Arthur Diakité offered a variety of local information, news
and music, with no sponsors, back then. The show’s most
talented host during those early days was a young man
from Lund named Tobias Björling, who hosted foreign
students as DJs and guests as a regular feature. Radio
LUFSO ended its broadcasting around 1988, but Tobias
and a new group of dedicated producers kept the ideals
of local radio for Swedish and foreign students in Lund
